How to Route Electrical Cable

Cut the box hole (s) and then neatly cut a straight, narrow strip of the wall covering
to expose the studs. Drill through the center of each stud and run the cable through
the holes.

It involves tying a “head” or “nose” on the end of the wire and then attaching it to an
adequately rated nylon/polyester cord or string (a.k.a. “mule tape”) that is either
pushed through the conduit or sucked ...

How to Fish Wires through Walls: Easiest DIY Method

Gently pull the fish tape from the hole for the electrical box to guide the wire through
the wall. Move slowly to avoid snagging the cable or damaging it due to kinks or
friction.
